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With reference to theabove, sixteen (16) Nodal Resource Centres (NRCs) are
identified duly mapping surrounding Government and Aided Degree Colleges to an
identified Govt. Degree College as a cluster to pool and share intellectual and infrastructural
resources andto facilitate the mentoring among colleges. Depariment has proposed to
establish better training centre and a Video Recording room at each NRC to support faculty
and students. The NRCs shall function as aResource Centre with immediate effect and
support mapped colleges in the following ways.

1. Conduct of Faculty Development, Trainings, and other Capacity Building
Programmes

2. Conduct of Career Guidance Programmes and Placement drives including mapped

colleges to provide best opportunities for the students

Facilitating the content generation through proposed LMS Video recording centre

4. Promoting Research activities among mapped colleges by establishment of a Central
Instrumentation Facility (CIF) at NRC among faculty and students

5. Guiding and monitoring of the implementation of the activities like Community
Service Project, Internships among mapped colleges

6. Coordinating with mapped colleges regarding the communications and follow up of
instructions/data collection/activities planned by CCE at NRC/State level.
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The colleges mapped to an NRC should comply to the guidelines issued by the NRC
from time to time as instructed by the CCE. Principals of all the NRCs are instructed to
nominate a lecturer as NRC-coordinator to look after the NRC activities, and to
equip/augment infrastructural facilities, accordingly. Proposals shall be submitted to O/o
CCE in consultation with APEWIDC at the earliest. For any queries regarding NRC, pl Call
